 Trustee Cordia-*would like to place flags at the cemeteries’ on Saturday-May 27th @ 2:00 pm; *great job by the maintenance crews on the cleaning up the village-“Looks Good”
Trustee Huffnagle- *can someone get rid of the flag/banner at the corner of Commercial & Rte. 5? Ellsworth stated there is no means of doing it at this point, it takes a bucket truck to remove it; *cap missing from pipe in front of Dolly’s house; *are CDBG surveys going to be done?  Yvonne offered to do them along with Dolly; Dolly & Yvonne will come into the office and get the information in order to get these done!  *A large order has gone in for t-shirts & sweatshirts; will be ready for Memorial Day sales!
Mayor- *went to Comp. Alliance Training in Eden, mandatory meeting; *attended a Opiate Awareness Meeting held by the County-the County is sending information to hold a support group in this area; *went to the NYS Shared Services meeting at Fredonia State; *another meeting at ECC North tomorrow night; *this Thursday-Village Officials Meeting in Springville; *Friday-NYCOM training in OP; *1st phase of grant for the bathrooms has been mailed in. 
Village Clerk-Worked on the carpeting, cleaning out the office, many of us worked on this project; *received Village taxes from Erie County, will be processing them;* just finished Farnham Water bills & now working on Brant; *working on Annual Water Quality Reports, which have to go out to all water customers by May 31st, we will send out approximately 400; *last week went to a village clerk’s meeting in Derby; hosted by Angola/Farnham; *I found 2 historical books in the office; which can go to the historical society; *going to NYCOM training on Friday
 DPW Report- streets are all cleaned, cutting grass, weed whacking, trimming bushes at the playground, Farnham water shut-offs, started landscaping Church St.-rainout, turning on Brant seasonal residents, moving things out of the office & meeting room, got the dump truck back today, it was gone for repairs.  The State went through and painted the stripes on the road, they didn’t do a very good job, and there is a claims number in the office for anyone who got paint on their car; expressed disgust over the fact that residents shoot grass all over the sidewalks & roads when mowing after they just went through and cleaned everything.
